The Lutheran World Relief Quilters at Grace Lutheran Church have been volunteering their 
talents for many years. (Ardys Larson said they were already busy at work when she moved to 
Tomahawk in 1962.) The quilters have relied on donations of fabric. The tops are sewn at home 
by volunteers and the backs are made of donated or purchased sheets. The quilts are pinned, tied 
and sewn together by our Tuesday morning quilting group. In recent years, the quilters had 
begun purchasing batting for the filler—thus the need to fund our budget. The batting costs 
$304.00 for 2 rolls, and they go through at least 5 rolls/year. The quilters also need funds for 
thread, sewing machine repair, scissor sharpening, etc. The quilters greatly appreciate your 
support through this month’s Special Offering.
